to decide not to continue with a plan or activity until a time in the future
I lost my job and had to put my plans to move house on the back burner.
back door adjective
[before noun] disapproving
relating to something that is secretive, dishonest or not direct
The Prime Minister's proposal was immediately dismissed as a back door tax increase.
back-seat driver noun

a passenger in a car who keeps giving advice to the driver that the driver has not asked for
figurative It is expected that the former prime minister will be a back-seat driver (= have a controlling influence on what happens) in the new government.
back-street abortion noun
[C] UK (US back-alley abortion)
an illegal and usually dangerous operation to end a pregnancy done by someone who is not medically qualified   Old - Fashioned phrase  
back-to-back adjective (CLOSE TOGETHER)

close together and facing in opposite directions
UK back-to-back terraced houses
back-to-back adjective (CONTINUOUS)

happening one after another, without interruption
Schumacher is celebrating back-to-back victories in the French and British Grand Prix.
laid-back adjective
/ˌleɪdˈbæk/ informal
relaxed in manner and character; not usually worried about other people's behaviour or things that need to be done
I've never seen her worried or anxious in any way - she's so laid-back.
back copy noun
[C]  (also back issue/number)
a newspaper or magazine of an earlier date than the one now on sale
back-stabber noun

someone who says harmful things about you when you are not there to defend yourself or your reputation
back away phrasal verb
1) to move backwards away from something or someone, usually because you are frightened
                She saw that he had a gun and backed away.
2) to show that you do not support a plan or idea any more and do not want to be involved with it  The government has backed away from plans to increase taxes.
back down phrasal verb
to admit that you were wrong or that you have been defeated
Eventually, Roberto backed down and apologized.
flash back phrasal verb If your mind or thoughts flash back to something that happened in the past, you suddenly remember it
Her mind flashed back to the day of their divorce.
fed up to the back teeth
mainly UK informal very fed up I'm fed up to the back teeth with/of being criticized all the time.
