 1 -   carry sb away phrasal verb
1 be/get carried away to become so excited about something that you do not control what you say or do:
There's far too much food - I'm afraid I got a bit carried away.
The manager warned his young players not to get carried away by the emotion of the occasion.

2 [M] to cause someone to become very excited and to lose control:
The crowd were carried away by his passionate speech. 

2 -  carry sth forward/over phrasal verb [M]
to include an amount of money in a later set of calculations:
The balance in our account for June includes £5000 carried over from May.
3 - carry sth off phrasal verb [M] 

I thought he carried off the part of Hamlet with great skill.
She was nervous about giving a talk to her colleagues, but she carried itoff very well. 
 4 - carry (sth) on (CONTINUE) phrasal verb [M] 
to continue doing something, or to cause something to continue:
Let's carry on this discussion at some other time.
Carry on the good work!
Sorry to interrupt, do carry on (with what you were saying).
 5 - carry on (BEHAVE) phrasal verb INFORMAL
to behave in an uncontrolled, excited or anxious way:
The children have been carrying on all day. 
 5A carry-on   Show phonetics  
noun [S] UK INFORMAL
a show of annoyance, anxiety, dissatisfaction or excitement, usually one which is greater than the situation deserves:
There was a real carry-on when Pat was found kissing Ashley.
 6 - carry on (HAVE SEX) phrasal verb OLD-FASHIONED INFORMAL
to have a sexual relationship:
Is it true that Rachel and Marcus have been carrying on (with each other) ? 

7 - carry sth out phrasal verb [M] 
to do or complete something, especially that you have said you would do or that you have been told to do:
Nigel is carrying out research on early Christian art.
The hospital is carrying out tests to find out what's wrong with her.
Our soldiers carried out a successful attack last night.
carry a torch for sb
informal
to be in love with someone
Terry has been carrying a torch for Liz for years, but she seems not to notice.
carry the can
UK informal
to take the blame or responsibility for something that is wrong or has not succeeded
As usual, I was left to carry the can.
fetch and carry for sb
to do boring, unskilled jobs for someone, as if you were their servant
Never make a threat you cannot carry out.
Prov. You should not threaten to do something you cannot do; otherwise, people will not believe you are serious when you threaten. Bill: If you don't stop being rude to me, I'll have you fired! Jane: You're not my boss. Never make a threat you cannot carry out.
carry (a lot of) weight (with someone or something)
Fig. to be very influential with someone or some group of people. Your argument does not carry a lot of weight with me. The senator's testimony carried a lot of weight with the council.
