the human touch noun[S] a friendly and pleasant way of treating other people which makes them feel relaxed
He is certainly an effective lawyer but colleagues say that he lacks the human touch.
personal touch noun[C]
an original or special quality, or something that is done for every single person in a group in order to make them feel special The chairman of the bank believes in the personal touch and always 
touch screen noun[C]
a computer screen that you touch to get information, buy something, etc.
Customers use a touch screen to buy tickets.
kick sth into touch
UK informal to decide not to do what you had planned to do
Our plans to buy a new car have had to be kicked into touch now Kev's lost his job.
touch base to talk to someone for a short time to find out how they are or what they think about something
I just wanted to quickly touch base with you: did you get an email from my secretary about the meeting?
wouldn't touch sth with a barge poleUK (US also 
wouldn't touch sth with a ten-foot pole ) 
informal used to mean that you certainly do not want to buy something or be involved with something
touch sth off phrasal verb
[M]
to cause a violent or difficult series of events to suddenly begin
The plans for a new airport have touched off a storm of protest.
touch noun (FEELING)

/tʌtʃ/[U] the ability to know what something is like by feeling it with the fingers The sense of touch I found the right coin in the dark by touch. to the touch (also to your touch) used after an adjective to express how something feels when you put your hand on it The material was soft to the touch.
the common touch
the ability of an important or rich person to communicate well with and understand ordinary people
It was always said of the Princess that she had the common touch and that was why she was so well loved by the people.
a magic touch
a special ability to do something very well
The film's great success will no doubt please the 46-year-old director, who was rumoured to have lost his magic touch.
touch wood UK (US knock on wood) informal
said in order to avoid bad luck, either when you mention good luck that you have had in the past or when you mention hopes you have for the future
The deal will be agreed on Wednesday, touch wood.
touch a sore spot and touch a sore point
Fig. to refer to a sensitive matter that will upset someone. (Fig. on the notion of touching an injury and causing pain.) I seem to have touched a sore spot. I'm sorry. I didn't mean to upset you. When you talk to him, avoid talking about money. It's best not to touch a sore point if possible.
touch a (raw) nerve also hit a (raw) nerve
to cause an emotional reaction This film touched a nerve with many people who were already feeling very uneasy about the state of the world. Any talk of raising the cost of college tuition hits a raw nerve with students.
the Midas touch
the ability to make a lot of money
Usage notes: Midas was a king in Greek stories who had the power to turn anything he touched into gold.
